Clothing

We recommend casual and comfortable clothing. For sightseeing and
walking tours, we advise comfortable footwear. In cooler months, a
warm coat will be required, as will gloves and water-resistant shoes.
Dinner is an informal affair; relaxed eveningwear is recommended.
On certain evenings, such as the Welcome and Farewell Dinners,
guests may like to wear more formal attire.

Wi-Fi
Wi-Fi connection, availability, and speed will vary depending on the

ship’s position and the number of connected users. Wi-Fi can be slow
to use, and there may be occasions when no signal is available.

On board currency

On board, any accounts can be paid in cash using Euros, or
transactions can be made by either debit or credit card payment.
American Express cards are not accepted.

Travel Insurance

We strongly advise you to take out adequate and appropriate travel
insurance, including cover against loss of deposit or cancellation
fees. Please read your policy details carefully and take them with you
on your cruise. It’s your responsibility to ensure that the cover you
purchase is suitable and adequate for your needs and the cost of
your holiday.

Health & vaccinations

Our commitment to our guests’ health and safety remains our key
priority, with hand-sanitizing stations positioned around each of our
Star-Ships and enhanced cleaning. We also continue to work closely
with Cruise Lines International Association (CLIA) along with local
and government agencies to ensure our protocols exceed the latest
requirements.

Health facilities, hygiene, and disease risks vary worldwide. To ensure
your safety throughout your cruise, seek advice regarding your specific
health requirements as early as possible. For the most up to date
information please visit www.smartraveller.gov.au/before-you-go/health.

If you have any pre-existing medical conditions or mobility difficulties,
you should inform us at the time of booking.

Plug sockets and voltage

On board electricity is 220v and a European plug adaptor will be
needed to use electrical items. All Star-Ship Cabins have a hair dryer.

Sun Deck

The Sun Deck’s operational hours may be limited due to the passage
through low bridges or other restrictions by local authorities. This
may mean that the deck is completely closed for a period of sailing
time on certain rivers.

Mobility
Emerald Cruises welcomes disabled guests but wishes all guests to

be aware of the limitations that could exist both on board and during
shore excursions. The lifts on our ships service three out of four

decks, with the Sun Deck only accessible via stairs. Under appropriate
circumstances, guests are welcome to use collapsible wheelchairs on
board. Many tours require the use of coaches, meaning guests need

to be able to climb up and down the stairs to board. Some shore
excursions may require movement over cobblestones or up and down
stairs; accordingly, guests with limited mobility will require the services
of a responsible companion to be travelling with them, since crew
availability is limited. If you have any medical, physical, or other special
needs; please contact our travel advisors for further information.

Water levels

Cruise itineraries may vary if high or low water levels, flooding, lock
closure, unscheduled vessel maintenance, or any other unforeseen,
uncontrollable circumstances require us to make alterations. If sailing
isn’t possible, we’ll minimise the impact this has upon your holiday
by making alternate arrangements for the duration of the itinerary.
This could mean arranging coach transfers, organising ship swaps,
providing hotel accommodation or finding alternative attractions to
visit — all of which are weather dependent.

Bridges

Throughout your time on board, we will sail under many different
styles and fashions of bridges. On such days, we may need to close
the Sun Deck for the safety of our guests. Our crew will lower the
railings, and the captain’s wheelhouse will be mechanically dropped
to allow the Star-Ship safe navigation. But, with plentiful public
spaces available throughout our Star-Ships, you'll always have
somewhere to enjoy river views.

Side by side-docking

In popular ports, we will, on occasion, be required to dock next

to other ships; this means accessing the shore via the Sun Deck,
requiring you to ascend and descend stairs. This possible change will
not prevent you from leaving your Star-Ship, as you catch a glimpse
of your neighbouring ship walking through to embark or disembark.
Your Star-Ship may dock next to another vessel overnight, and
drawing your curtains at night is advised.

What does an itinerary deviation look like?
How could it impact my trip?

Minor Disruptions

Minor disruptions may occur during the cruise. This could include
for example an inability to sail for part of the day, using coaches
to transfer guests to an alternative Star-Ship or changing ports of
embarkation/disembarkation to an alternative destination.

Changes to itinerary

Coaches may be used to transfer guests, while continuing to be
accommodated on your Star-Ship. A disruption may also require the
Star-Ships to continuously cruise without stopping for sightseeing.

Alternative accommodation

Accommodation may need to be provided off-ship in hotels with all
meals provided. To the best of our ability, we ensure hotels are of similar
standard to your Star-Ship. Meals will be included, however, alcoholic
drinks and amenities, may or may not be included.
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At Emerald Cruises, our Cherish the Planet ethos is about more than just
environmental sustainability — we are committed to creating positive change
in all areas of our business and to fostering sustainable practices and rich
community partnerships.

to the Scenic Brand or the Emerald Brand (as applicable), this is expressly stated in

the relevant clause. Your Contract may also include additional terms and conditions
applicable to a special offer or promotion, and/or, depending on Your Journey,
Destination Specific Terms.

If Your Journey includes a Cruise, You will also be subject to the Passenger Ticket
Terms and Conditions, being the conditions of carriage for the Cruise Vessel, which are
available on our Website and otherwise on request to Us.

You confirm Your understanding and acceptance of these Conditions and the Contract
by paying Your Booking Deposit or otherwise paying any part of Your Journey Price. If
You do not understand and accept these Conditions and the terms of the Contract, You
should not make any payment to Us and in this case, We will cancel Your Booking in
accordance with clause 3.3 of these Conditions.

If You make a Booking on behalf of any other person, You represent to Us that You have
their authority to make the Booking on their behalf and to legally bind them to the
terms of the Contract, including these Conditions. Each reference to You, Your, Guest or
Passenger means the person who makes the Booking and each other person covered by
the Booking.

Your Itinerary does not form part of the Contract. It may be necessary for us to make
changes to Your Itinerary and we do not guarantee any Itinerary that is provided to You.
We may amend our published Conditions from time to time. If We amend the published
Conditions, We will publish the amended version on Our Website. We will also provide
the current version of the Conditions to You upon request. You will be bound by the
current version of the Conditions at the time You make Your Booking.

You acknowledge that in order to participate in Your Journey, You may need to sign up
to and comply with the terms and conditions of Service Providers, and where reasonably
practicable, We will provide such terms and conditions to you prior to or during Your
Journey.

Travel Insurance:

All travel involves risks. We strongly recommend You take out comprehensive travel
insurance with a reputable insurance company to cover You against risks associated
with Your Journey, including cover for loss of luggage, medical expenses and costs and
expenses incurred due to cancellations, delays or other disruptions.

If you do not obtain adequate travel insurance, You accept that You may not be able to
recover costs in relation to Your Journey Price in the event of cancellation or material
changes made to Your Journey or Itinerary.

Meaning of Words

In these Conditions, the following words and expressions have the following meanings:
Booking means the booking You have made either directly with Us or through a travel
agent for the Journey.

Booking Deposit means a booking deposit in an amount which We have notified to You
before You made Your Booking.

Captain means the captain of a Cruise Vessel.

Cruise means a cruise constituting or forming part of Your Journey.

Cruise Director means any person designated by Us as the cruise director for any Cruise.
Cruise Vessel means a vessel used for the purpose of providing a Cruise.

Customer Service Contact Address means the details for contacting Us set out in clause
16 of these Conditions.

Departure Time means the earlier of:

the beginning of the boarding process of any vehicle (such as the embarkation of a
Cruise Vessel) that is part of Your Journey; and

You checking into any accommaodation that is part of Your Journey.

Destination Specific Terms means terms and conditions specific to a particular Journey,
as published in the Journey Brochure or on Our Website for the relevant Journey, or,
where applicable, set out in clause 15 of these Conditions.

Documentation has the meaning given to it in clause 7.6.

Drone means an unmanned aerial vehicle or UAV, being an aircraft of any size that
operates without a pilot on board.

Emerald Brand means the “Emerald Cruises” brand, associated with the Emerald
Website.

Emerald Website means the website at https://www.emeraldcruises.com.au.

Discovery Team Leader means any person designated by Us as the discovery team
leader for any Cruise.

Force Majeure Event means any act of God, war, terrorism, fire, flood or any other
extreme weather conditions or act of nature, loss of power, epidemics, pandemics or
declared public health emergencies, industrial disputes, slow-downs or other strike
activities, political unrest, riots or civil disturbances, prohibitions or acts of Federal,
State, Territory, or Local government or, quasi-governments bodies or other authorities
(including, in each case, their duly constituted or appointed agents), inability to obtain
any necessary licence or consent and delays caused by sub-contractors, suppliers or
other third parties (including telecommunications carriers), material shortages, any
border closure by any country or any relevant Government authority.

Future Travel Credit means a credit that may be issued by Us to You and which may be
redeemed against a future booking in accordance with clause 10 of these Conditions.
Guest Contact Details means Your contact details which You have provided to Us at the
time of making Your Booking, as amended by any written notice You may provide to Us
from time to time in accordance with clause 16.4 of these Conditions.

Itinerary means the itinerary for Your Journey issued by Us, subject to any amendments
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made by Us from time to time in accordance with this Contract.

Journey means a journey or journey package offered or provided by Us.

Journey Brochure means the brochure for Your Journey published by Us in hard copy or
electronically, as amended from time to time by notification on Our Website.

Journey Departure Date means the scheduled departure date for the Journey set out in
Your Itinerary.

Journey Price means the total amount payable by You for the Journey. It includes the
Booking Deposit.

Minor Change has the meaning given to it in clause 5.5.

Operator means the owner or operator of a Cruise Vessel, who is a separate legal entity
and business, whether or not related to Us.

Personal Information means information about You and any other person for whom You
make a Booking, including a name, address, phone number and other contact details,
details of next of kin, passport number, credit or debit card details, and information
about health, medical needs, dietary requirements and any disabilities or other special
requirements.

Scenic Brand means the “Scenic” brand, associated with the Scenic Website.

Scenic Website means the website at www.scenic.com.au.

Service Provider means any contractor engaged by Us to provide a Journey or any part
of a Journey, and includes an Operator. Service Providers are separate legal entities that
may be related to Us.

Tour Director means any person designated by Us as the Tour Director for Your Journey.
Validity Period means in respect of a Journey Brochure, the validity period stated in that
brochure.

Website means the Scenic Website or the Emerald Website (as applicable).

Your Journey means the Journey You have booked with Us, as outlined in Your Itinerary
and (if applicable) as amended.

Booking and Payment

You may make a Booking directly with Us or through a travel advisor / agent. Your
Booking will be confirmed only when We have received:

Your Booking Deposit; or

if Your Booking is made 90/ 120 (see clause 4.10(a)) days or less before the Journey
Departure Date, the Journey Price and all other amounts payable under the Contract.
Except as indicated in clause 3.10, We will notify You of the Journey Price and provide
You with Your Itinerary at the time of making Your Booking.

You must pay Your Booking Deposit within 7 days after making Your Booking. If We do
not receive Your Booking Deposit within 7 days after You make Your Booking, We will
automatically cancel Your Booking without further notice to You.

The Booking deposit amount is 20% of the Journey price for Ocean Cruises and AUD
1,000 for all other Journeys.

If You have made Your Booking through a travel agent, Your travel agent should forward
Your Booking Deposit or Journey Price to Us on Your behalf. However, payments by You
to Your travel agent are not considered to be payments by You to Us. We will consider
payment has been received by Us only when We receive payment from Your travel
agent.

Any accommodation, sightseeing or flights We book for You separately to those stated
in Your Itinerary are not included in the Booking Deposit or Journey Price, and You
must pay both the deposit and full costs for such additional services separately to the
Booking Deposit and Journey Price at the time which We notify to You at or before You
make Your Booking. Any requests for such additional services will not be processed until
Your Booking Deposit is paid in full.

For some special offers, We may require payment of a further deposit before the
balance of the Journey Price is due. We will notify You of any such requirement before
You complete Your Booking and will confirm the payment details when We confirm Your
Booking. You must make payment by the date notified by Us.

Exclusive offers requiring you to book and pay in full at a certain time prior to departure
are also subject to these Conditions. Such offers are strictly limited on selected suite
types on departure dates and are subject to availability. Offers cannot be combined, and
may be withdrawn at any time. Offers are valid for new bookings only.

Except as required by law or as otherwise provided in the Contract, Booking Deposits
are not refundable and are not transferable to other Journeys or Bookings.

If You make Your Booking within 90/ 120 (see clause 4.10(a)) days of Your Journey
Departure Date, You must pay Your Booking Deposit before We can process Your
Booking and confirm Your Journey Price. Your Booking is not confirmed until You have
paid the Journey Price. We will notify You of the Journey Price promptly after We have
calculated it. If You do not confirm Your acceptance of the Journey Price in writing
within 7 days of receipt of notification from Us, You will be deemed to have rejected

the Journey Price. If You notify Us that You have rejected the Journey Price or if You are
deemed to have rejected the Journey Price, We will cancel Your Booking and refund
Your Booking Deposit. If You accept the Journey Price, You must pay the outstanding
Journey Price within 72 hours of Us notifying You of the Journey Price, or We will cancel
Your Booking and retain Your Booking Deposit.

If clause 3.1(b) does not apply, You must pay to Us the balance of the Journey Price and
all other amounts payable under the Contract no later than 90/120 (see clause 4.10(a))
days before the Journey Departure Date.

If You wish to change any incidental component of Your Booking, such as any pre or
post Journey accommodation or add-ons, You must contact Us. We may accept or reject
Your request. If We accept, We will notify You of additional costs (if any) resulting from
the change (such as additional cost associated with additional days of accommodation
requested by You or resulting from a change to Your flights that You requested).

If there are no additional costs, You must pay a change fee to Us for each change in
accordance with clause 4.9 of these Conditions.

If there are additional costs and You reject these, Your Booking will not be changed.
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If there are additional costs and You accept these, You must pay a change fee to Us for
each change in accordance with clause 4.9 of these Conditions and the additional costs
resulting from the change.

You may cancel a Booking by sending Us written notice of cancellation at the Customer
Service Contact Address. If You cancel a Booking You will be liable to pay a cancellation
fee in accordance with clause 4.10 of these Conditions.

A name change for a Guest or a change to the Journey Departure Date is considered a
cancellation of the original Booking.

Prices, inclusions and fees

All Journey Prices are quoted in Australian Dollars.

If You pay Us by credit card, a surcharge may be added, please enquire for details.
There is no surcharge for payments made by cash, cheque or direct transfer to Our
nominated bank account.

Your Journey Price includes all coach, rail and cruise travel set out in the Itinerary,

the services of a Cruise Director (if applicable) and/or Tour Director, airport transfers
outside Australia, meals as specified in Your Itinerary, economy class group flights

and air taxes as set out in Your Itinerary, accommodation, sightseeing and admissions,
where stated in Your Itinerary, port charges, all gratuities and tipping on land Journeys
and any other specific inclusions identified in Your Itinerary.

Unless expressly listed in Your Itinerary as an inclusion, Your Journey Price does

not include airfares, airline taxes, shore excursions, additional optional activities,
accommodation upgrades, meals not specified in Your Itinerary, drinks, laundry, spa
and beauty treatments, medical services (only available on Scenic Eclipse), helicopter
(Ocean), submersible (Ocean), travel between train stations, passport fees, visas,
vaccinations, medical assistance, government taxes and charges (excluding GST) or any
items or expenses of a personal nature.

Discovery Experiences (Scenic Ocean) can only be booked whilst on-board including
Zodiac, kayak, helicopter and submersible. Helicopter and submersible are at an
additional cost.

DiscoverMORE Optional Journeys (Emerald Cruises): Additional activities undertaken
by You such as sightseeing journeys purchased by You in addition to those activities
outlined in the Journey Brochure during Your Journey are not included in Your Journey
Price and incur an additional cost. Additional activities are subject to availability,
seasonal and operational factors and must be pre-booked prior to Your departure.
Some activities require a minimum or maximum number of participants to operate.
Unless stated as an inclusion in Your Itinerary, overnight accommodation required to
meet Your Journey and/or any flight connections are not included in the Journey Price
and will be at Your expense.

We reserve the right not to honour any published prices that were erroneous due to
printing, electronic, or clerical error. If You make a Booking based on erroneous pricing,
We will offer You the option of cancelling the Booking and receiving a refund of any
amount paid by You or confirming the Booking by paying the difference between the
erroneous price and the correct price, as determined by Us.

The following Fees are payable in addition to the Journey Price: If You change Your
Booking, other than by varying the Journey Departure Date, You must pay a change fee
of $50.00 per Booking. This fee is on account of administrative expenses incurred by Us
in changing Your Journey and is a genuine and reasonable estimate of Our expenses.
Cancellation fees payable by You:

If You cancel Your Journey for any reason prior to Your Journey Departure Date
(including by changing Your Journey Departure Date or the name of a Guest), You will
be liable for the following cancellation fee:

European and Asian River cruises, Japan, North America, Australia and New
Zealand land tours:

Days of notice prior to Journey Cancellation charge
commencement (per person)

Over 90 days Loss of Booking Deposit
89 to 61 days 50% of Journey Price
60 to 0 days 100% of Journey Price

Ocean cruises, Africa, Egypt & Jordan land tours:

Days of notice prior to Journey Cancellation charge
commencement (per person)
120 days and over Loss of Booking Deposit
119 to 91 days 50% of Journey Price
90 days and less 100% of Journey Price

You may also be liable to pay cancellation fees to airlines, hotels and other third parties.
If using a Future Travel Credit and You cancel Your Journey for any reason prior to Your
Journey Departure Date (including by changing Your Journey Departure Date or the
name of a Guest), You will lose a portion of the Future Travel Credit equivalent to the
cancellation fee that You would otherwise be liable for under clause 4.10(a). For the
avoidance of doubt:

if You seek to cancel Your Journey prior to 91 (river) or 120 (ocean) days before the
Journey Departure Date, You will be liable for a cancellation charge against your Future
Travel Credit that is equivalent to the amount of the Booking Deposit that would have
been payable by You at the time of making Your Booking if you were using a payment
method other than a Future Travel Credit; and

regardless of when you cancel, You will be notified of the relevant cancellation amount
prior to the processing of your proposed cancellation. You may also be liable to pay
cancellation fees to airlines and other third parties. Any portion of the Journey Price
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that has been paid by You to Us in the form of the Future Travel Credit in excess of the
applicable cancellation charge will be refunded to You in the form of a Future Travel
Credit and must be used by You within 24 months of the date on which You originally
obtained the relevant Future Travel Credit.

We may vary Your Journey Price at any time before You have paid the Journey Price

in full to the extent necessary to meet any increase in the Journey costs for reasons
outside of Our control, including airfares, fuel, government taxes and charges, exchange
rate fluctuations or other Journey related costs or tariffs. If We make such changes

to Your Journey Price, We will notify You using Your Guest Contact details or via Your
travel agent and give You a right to have Your Journey cancelled and receive a refund
for the portion of the Journey Price that You paid directly to Us. We will not vary the
Journey Price after We have received the total Journey Price from You, regardless of
any increases in the costs incurred by Us.

You are responsible for and must pay for all costs and expenses incurred by You as

a result of any change made by You to Your Itinerary after the Departure Time. This
includes changes due to illness or other personal reasons.

Discover More shore excursion: Once on board, excursions cancelled at least 48 hours
prior to the day of the excursion will be refunded in full. Any refunds will be either
refunded to your credit card (for bookings made pre cruise) or to your on board
account (for bookings made on board). You may cancel your excursion booking within
48 hours; however, no refund will be provided. Any exceptions to this rule will be clearly
outlined in the excursion booking form. Excursion tickets must be returned to the Shore
Excursions Desk at the time of cancellation.

Cancellation and changes to Your Journey and Itinerary

Your acknowledgement:

Subject to any rights you may have under the Australian Consumer Law and subject to
clause 8.8, you acknowledge that:

there are general risks associated with travelling which are outside of Our control (in
addition to Force Majeure Events) including Journey variations or interruptions caused
by road, river, ocean or sea, weather conditions, public holidays, port or lock closures,
unscheduled vessel or vehicle maintenance or emergency situations. We are not liable
to You for any loss, cost or damage You may incur as a result of these general risks,
except to the extent that such risks are a result of Our negligence, fraud or wilful
misconduct; and

We will not have any liability to You in relation to the cancellation of Your Journey by
Us, or changes to Your Journey or Itinerary (including the costs of any affected travel
arrangements and personal expenses, such as food) other than as set out in this clause.
Your rights and remedies in this clause are subject to clause 9 (Force Majeure Event).
Notice: If We cancel or make any changes to your Journey or Itinerary at any time for
reasons in or outside of Our control, We will use reasonable endeavours to give You
reasonable notice of the cancellation or change (as applicable). If the cancellation or
change occurs prior to the Departure Time, We will notify You using Your Guest Contact
details or via Your travel agent. If the cancellation or change occurs after the Departure
Time, You will be notified personally by the Cruise Director or Tour Director. You
acknowledge that there may be circumstances outside of Our control and knowledge in
which case We may only provide You with little or no advance notice of the cancellation
or change.

Cancellation: We may cancel Your Journey for any reason (separate to Force Majeure
Events), at any time (including prior to and after the Departure Time). For example, We
May cancel Your Journey prior to the Departure Time if We do not receive a minimum
number of Journey or Cruise passenger bookings to operate the Journey and ensure
an enjoyable group atmosphere. If We cancel Your Journey prior to the Departure Time
under this clause, You will be entitled to a refund of the Journey Price that You paid
directly to Us (excluding agent / travel advisor fees). If We cancel Your Journey after
the Departure Time under this clause, You will be entitled to a pro rata refund of the
Journey Price that You paid directly to Us and that directly relates to the cancelled part
of the Journey.

Discover More shore excursion cancellation: We may cancel a shore excursion if the
minimum participation number is not reached. In this event, we will issue a full refund
for the cancelled shore excursion. We reserve the right to cancel or amend a shore
excursion for any reason including upon operational or commercial grounds and if we
cancel an excursion for this reason we will issue a full refund.

Minor changes to Your Journey or Itinerary: We may make certain non-material changes
to Your Journey and/or Itinerary (separately to changes as a result of Force Majeure
Events) at any time (including prior to and after the Departure Time) (Minor Changes).
Minor Changes may include an inability to sail for part of a day, the use of coaches

to transfer You to an alternative Cruise Vessel, changes in ports of embarkation or
disembarkation, changes to Your cabin on the Cruise Vessel, changes to sightseeing
activities, changes to Your ltinerary on board a Cruise Vessel and changes to the
amount of time spent at a particular location. We have no liability to you for a Minor
Change and You will not be entitled to a refund or any other remedy in the event of a
Minor Change.

Other changes to Your Journey or Itinerary prior to the Departure Time: We may make
any changes to Your Journey and Itinerary prior to the Departure Time (separately

to changes as a result of Force Majeure Events), including changes to the planned
departure date. If We make such changes, We may offer you an alternative Journey or
Itinerary and notify you of any applicable difference in the Journey Price. If You accept
the alternative Journey or Itinerary (as applicable) within 7 days of being notified by Us
and:

the original Journey Price exceeds the alternative Journey Price, then We will refund
You the difference; or

the alternative Journey Price exceeds the original Journey Price, then You must pay us
the difference.

If You do not accept the alternative Journey or Itinerary (as applicable) within 7 days of
being notified by Us, We will cancel Your Journey and refund You the Journey Price that
You paid directly to Us.

Other changes to Your Journey or Itinerary after the Departure Time:

We may also be required to make other changes to Your Journey after the Departure
Time for reasons outside of Our control (and separately to changes as a result of Force
Majeure Events). Such changes may include cancellation of sightseeing activities,
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continuous cruising without stopping, operating part of the Journey by coach and
provision of off-ship accommodation in hotels or other accommodation.

If We make a material change to Your Journey or Itinerary under this clause but

provide You with a reasonably appropriate and equivalent alternative arrangement,
then You may not be entitled to a refund and our liability to You will be limited to the
arrangements offered under this clause, subject to clause 5.7(c).

To the extent We make a material change to Your Journey under this clause and We do
not offer You a reasonably appropriate and equivalent alternative arrangement, You may
be entitled to a proportionate refund of the Journey Price that You paid directly to Us
(as determined by Us, acting reasonably).

Hosted Cruises

The provisions of this clause 6 apply only to any tours which include a Cruise hosted by
one or more celebrity or musicians (the “Celebrity Host”), including, without limitation,
the Cruise to be hosted by a noted celebrity (each, a “Hosted Cruise”).

Hosted Cruises are event cruises intended to feature appearances or performances

by one or more Celebrity Hosts. Nothing in the Contract, Our tour brochures or other
materials is intended to be, nor shall it be construed as a right or guarantee that You will
be able to specifically attend any particular concert or event on any particular date to be
hosted or performed by any particular Celebrity Host, or meet any of the Celebrity Hosts
in person during the Cruise or any shore excursion.

We will not be liable to You or be responsible for any loss, damage, cost or expense of
any kind incurred or suffered by You, whether directly or indirectly, in the event of the
failure of any Celebrity Host to attend the Cruise or to perform, for whatever reason.
However, subject to clause 6.4, in the event of the total failure of a Celebrity Host to
attend the Cruise or to hold any events or performances, We will provide at Your option,
a sum of Australian Dollars 200.00, or a Future Travel Credit of Australian Dollars 250.00
representing a pro-rated amount of the entertainment portion of the consideration

paid by You. You will not be entitled to recover any incidental or consequential losses

or damages sustained by You, and You will not be entitled to any cancellation of Your
Booking or to any refund or any other compensatory payment except as provided in
this clause. In the event of any failure or expected failure of a Celebrity Host to attend an
event or perform during a Cruise, We, at Our sole discretion, may change, postpone or
cancel all or any part of the scheduled event or performance, the Cruise, or the itinerary
of the Cruise (including rescheduling any event or performance of the Celebrity Host

to a different date or time in the Cruise) or engage a replacement Celebrity Host, all
without notice to You. In such case, We shall not be liable to You for any loss, damage,
cost or expense arising out of such change, postponement, cancellation termination

or replacement. In case of cancellation of part or the whole cruise, clause 5 of these
Conditions applies.

We shall not be liable or responsible for any loss, damage, cost or expense of any kind
incurred or suffered by You in the event that any appearance or performance is delayed,
prevented or in any way affected, whether directly or indirectly, by a Force Majeure
Event or a sickness or illness by the Celebrity Host, or any other cause beyond Our
reasonable control.

Your Journey obligations

For the comfort and safety of You and Your fellow passengers and other people, You
must follow the Tour Director’s, Discovery Team Leader, Captain’s and Cruise Director’s
instructions at all times.

If We, the Captain or Cruise Director, the Tour Director or Our staff or any Service
Provider consider that You are negatively affecting Your own health, safety or
enjoyment, or that of other passengers, including by refusing to comply with
instructions of the Tour Director, Captain or the Cruise Director, We may terminate the
Contract and withdraw You from the Journey with immediate effect. If it is reasonably
practicable to do so, the Tour Director, Captain or Cruise Director will provide a warning
to You and allow You an opportunity to rectify Your behaviour before We withdraw You
from the Journey.

If You are withdrawn from the Journey under clause 7.2, You must make Your own travel
and other arrangements at Your own expense and We are not liable to You for any loss,
cost or damage You may suffer or incur as a result.

You must have a valid passport with an expiry date of at least six (6) months after the
last scheduled day of Your Journey.

You must ensure that You obtain prior to the Journey Departure Date all required

entry visas for all countries to be visited during the Journey, as failure to obtain correct
documentation may affect Your participation in certain shore excursions and entry to
certain countries during the Journey.

If You do not have the correct visa or other documentation necessary to enter a country
or participate in any aspect of a Journey (Documentation):

We will not refund to You any portion of the Journey Price; and

You will be responsible for all costs You incur as a result of Your failure to obtain the
required Documentation, including any costs associated with re-joining the Journey.

If You are unhappy with something that does or does not happen on Your Journey,

You must first use all reasonable endeavours to negotiate with Us in good faith to

settle the dispute before commencing proceedings in any court or tribunal, including
your participation in any class action purported or proposed class action or any other
representative action.

In the first instance, You should raise any concern with the Tour Director or the Cruise
Director as soon as reasonably practicable, as it may be possible for them to take steps
to resolve Your concern with minimal delay.

You must make Your own enquiries regarding Your Journey, including being aware of
any relevant government travel safety warnings.

Liability

Nothing in these Conditions or the Contract operates to exclude, restrict or modify
the application of any provision of the Competition and Consumer Act 2010 (Cth),
including the Australian Consumer Law, or any equivalent State or Territory legislation,
the exercise of a right conferred by such a provision, or any of Our liability for breach
of a guarantee, condition or warranty implied by such a provision, where it is unlawful
to do so. All exclusions and limitations of Our liability under the Contract must be read
subject to this clause.

To the maximum extent permitted by law and subject to clause 8.1, You acknowledge
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and agree that We accept no responsibility and will not be liable to You (or any third
party) for any loss, cost or damage (including loss of enjoyment), except to the extent
that such loss, cost or damage is a result of Our negligence, fraud or wilful misconduct,
suffered directly or indirectly in connection with:

any Journey risks or other aspects of the Journey disclosed to You in the Contract;
subject to any remedies You may have under clause 5, delays in departure or arrival
times of aircraft, vessels or otherwise during Your Journey;

any loss or damage to Your luggage or belongings;

any personal injury or death resulting from the acts or omissions or negligence of

any third parties providing goods or services to You during the Journey, including air
carriers, hotels, shore excursion operators, restaurateurs, transportation providers and
medical personnel; or

any disappointment or loss of enjoyment due to circumstances outlined in the Contract
or otherwise outside of Our control.

Subject to clause 8.1, but despite any other provision of the Contract, and to the extent
permitted by law, Our maximum liability to You or any third party is limited to the
Journey Price You have paid to Us, except to the extent that such liability is a result of
Our negligence, fraud or wilful misconduct.

To the maximum extent permitted by law and subject to clause 8.1, You acknowledge
and agree We are not liable to You, under any circumstances, for any loss of enjoyment,
opportunity, profit, savings, revenue or interest or any other consequential or indirect,
incidental, special or punitive loss, damage or expenses, except to the extent that such
loss, damage or expense is a result of Our negligence, fraud or wilful misconduct.

You acknowledge and agree that We are not liable for any delay or failure by Us or any
Service Provider to perform Our obligations under the Contract, resulting from or as a
conseguence of a Force Majeure Event.

To the extent permitted by law and subject to any rights you may have under the
Australian Consumer Law, all express or implied warranties, guarantees, representations,
or terms are expressly excluded. Where the law implies any guarantee, condition or
warranty which cannot be excluded, to the maximum extent possible, Our liability to You
for breach of such an implied guarantee, condition or warranty is limited, to one or more
of the following at Our option:

in the case of goods: the repair of goods, replacement of goods, the supply of
equivalent goods or the cost of repair, replacement or supply of equivalent goods; or

in the case of services: supplying the services again or payment of the cost of supplying
the services again.

Subject to clause 8.1, You acknowledge and agree that where Your Journey, any part

of Your Journey, accommodation, flights or any other good or service are not directly
provided by Us, but are provided by a Service Provider, in the event of any dispute

or claim including for loss, damage, breach of contract or negligence arising from

the conduct of the Service Provider, You must pursue Your claim directly against the
relevant Service Provider.

Notwithstanding any other provision in these terms, Our services come with guarantees
that cannot be excluded under the Australian Consumer Law. For major failures with the
service, You are entitled:

to cancel Your service contract with Us; and

to a refund for the unused portion, or to compensation for its reduced value.

You are also entitled to be compensated for any other reasonably foreseeable loss

or damage. If the failure does not amount to a major failure, You are entitled to have
problems with the service rectified in a reasonable time and, if this is not done, to cancel
Your contract and obtain a refund for the unused portion of the contract.

Force Majeure Event

Force Majeure Events are events outside of Our control. As set out in clause 1.8, we
strongly recommend that you obtain travel insurance that adequately protects you
against these risks.

If the performance of Our or a Service Provider’s obligations is hindered, prevented,
delayed or affected by the occurrence of a Force Majeure Event, those obligations are
suspended for the duration of the Force Majeure Event.

We will use reasonable endeavours to give You notice as soon as reasonably practicable
of the occurrence of a Force Majeure Event that prevents, materially affects or delays,
or is likely to prevent, materially affect or delay, the performance by Us or a Service
Provider of Our obligations under the Contract.

We may cancel, redirect, delay or amend a Journey as a result of the occurrence

of a Force Majeure Event which prevents, materially affects or delays, or which We
reasonably determine is likely to prevent, materially affect or delay, Our or a Service
Provider’s ability to provide the Journey:

in accordance with the Contract; or

to a standard which We consider will meet the reasonable expectations of the Journey
participants.

If We cancel Your Journey or make any changes to Your Journey or Itinerary (including
changes to the planned departure date, change to the mode of transport or provision of
onshore instead of on board accommodation) as a result of a Force Majeure Event:

We will not have any liability to You; and

You may not be able to exercise the rights and claim the remedies that would otherwise
be available to You under this Contract, including any right You may otherwise have to a
full or partial refund of Your Journey Price.

You acknowledge that this clause 9 is reasonably necessary to protect Our legitimate
business interests and that We are unlikely to be able to recover our costs and expenses
on the occurrence of a Force Majeure Event.

Future Travel Credits

Without limiting anything in clause 5 (Cancellations and changes to your Journey and
Itinerary) or clause 9 (Force Majeure Events), We may elect to, but are in no way obliged
to, provide you with a Future Travel Credit, upon the occurrence of a Force Majeure Event.
If You are provided with a Future Travel Credit, the following rules apply to the use of
Your Future Travel Credit:

You may apply it towards any future booking for a Journey with a Journey Departure
Date within 24 months after the date on which We cancel Your Booking, subject to
availability and any Future Travel Credit capacity limits applicable to Your selected
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Journey or cruise;

If We provide You with a refund by way of a Future Travel Credit, then You must apply
all amounts to any future booking for a Journey with a Journey Departure Date within
24 months of the date on which We provided you the refund by way of the Future Travel
Credit;

If Your original booking was for an ocean or river cruise, the Future Travel Credit can
only be applied to available ocean and river cruises within the following brands within
Our corporate group: Scenic Luxury Cruises & Tours, Emerald Cruises & Tours;

If Your original booking was for a land Journey, the Future Travel Credit can be applied
to available land Journeys or ocean and river cruises within the following brands within
Our corporate group: Scenic Luxury Cruises & Tours, Emerald Cruises & Tours;

You may, with Our prior written consent, which We will not unreasonably refuse, transfer
it to another person to apply towards any future Booking for a Journey with a Journey
Departure Date within 24 months after the date on which We cancel Your Booking;

its use for any future booking is subject to availability;

It cannot be applied against stand-alone products or upgrades from third parties or
Service Providers in conjunction with the standard Journey Itinerary;

It is not redeemable in whole or in part for cash and will expire to the extent it is not
used; and
You (or the person to whom it is transferred) must pay any shortfall between the value
of the Future Travel Credit and the Journey Price for the new Booking in accordance
with clause 3 of these Conditions.

Privacy and Data Protection

In order for Us to process Your Booking and provide the Journey to You, You will need
to provide to Us, and We will need to use Personal Information. We will need to provide
Your Personal Information to Service Providers, as well as customs and immigration
authorities. We may also provide Your Personal Information to security and credit
checking organisations. Some of the persons to whom We provide Your Personal
Information are located overseas, including in countries that may not provide the same
level of protection of Personal Information as Australia. By making a Booking You give
Us Your consent to use and disclose Your Personal Information in the manner described
in this clause 11.1.

We will otherwise deal with Your Personal Information in accordance with Our privacy
policy, which can be found on Our Website or provided on request. For the avoidance of
doubt, the Privacy Policy does not form part of this Contract.

General Provisions

We may only waive a right or remedy created under these Conditions in writing. Our
delay in exercising a right or remedy does not constitute a waiver of that right or
remedy, nor does any waiver by Us (either wholly or in part) operate as a subsequent
waiver of the same or any other right or remedy.

The Contract is governed by the laws in force in New South Wales, Australia.

The parties submit to the non-exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of New South Wales,
Australia and any courts competent to hear appeals from those courts.

Any term which is, by its nature, intended to survive termination of the Contract survives
termination.

In these Conditions, unless the context otherwise indicates a contrary intention:
headings are for convenience only and do not affect interpretation;
singular includes the plural and vice versa;

a reference to a party includes its successors, permitted assigns, administrators and
substitutes;

where a word or phrase is defined, its other grammatical forms have the corresponding
meaning;

the word ‘include’ in any form is not a word of limitation;

no rules of construction apply to Our disadvantage on the basis that these Conditions or
the Contract were prepared by Us;

a reference to a natural person includes their personal representatives; and

a reference to a body (including institute, association or authority) which ceases to exist
or whose powers or functions are transferred to another body is a reference to the body
which replaces it or which substantially succeeds to its powers or functions.

If a provision of the Contract, or a right or remedy of a party under this Contract is
invalid or unenforceable in a particular jurisdiction, it is read down or severed in that
jurisdiction only to the extent of the invalidity or unenforceability and it does not affect
the validity or enforceability of that provision in another jurisdiction or the remaining
provisions in any jurisdiction.

The Journey Brochure is valid for the Journey Departure Dates within the Validity Period,

unless otherwise indicated in Your Itinerary, and supersedes all previous brochures.
Important notices about Your Journey

Journey Participation

Expedition/ remote location: Given the potentially extreme conditions and remote
locations we may visit, You must complete a mandatory full medical questionnaire,

we will provide prior to departure, to enable us to assess the risks involved. This
questionnaire must be verified and signed by Your medical practitioner between 90 and
60 days prior to the Journey departure date and must be provided to Us not later than
60 days prior to the Journey departure date. Any medical questionnaire that is signed
by your medical practitioner earlier than 90 days before the Journey departure date will
not be accepted and a revised one will be required. If You do not complete and return
Your verified and signed medical questionnaire, You will not be cleared for embarkation
and Your Booking will be deemed to have been cancelled by You in which case You will
be liable to pay a cancellation fee in accordance with clause 4.10 of these Conditions.
Special needs: We welcome You if have any medical condition, pregnancy, disability or
other special need, provided You are accompanied by a companion capable of providing
all the assistance You require. Please note that although We will use reasonable
endeavours to provide You with all the activities on Your Itinerary, depending on Your
disability, You may not be able to participate in every activity and the Tour Director or
Cruise Director will have the right to refuse Your participation if the Tour Director or
Cruise Director believes Your health and safety or the health and safety of any other
person may be impacted by Your participation. You must advise Us (or Your travel
agent) of any disability, medical condition or dietary requirement at the time of Booking
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and notify Us of any changes or deterioration in the disability or medical condition or

development of any disability, pregnancy, or medical condition after booking.

Special needs (Ocean cruises only):

It is very important that You tell us of the condition and of any medical or mobility

equipment that You will need to bring with You in writing before you confirm your

booking so that we can assist You in considering the suitability of the arrangements
and/or making the booking.

In the event that You require assistance with embarking or disembarking as a result of

Your reduced mobility or disability, please advise Us at the time of booking and in any

event no later than 48 hours before the assistance is required. Please also note that

assistance is not always available when embarking or disembarking at all ports of call. It
is important to note in relation to the Scenic Eclipse that:

«  For safety reasons, passengers in wheelchairs cannot be carried on tenders or
Discovery experiences including but not limited to Zodiacs, kayaks and submersible;
and

«  Collapsible walkers may be taken onto tender vessels for transfer to shore for the
included touring. Walkers are however unable to be taken on the Zodiacs at any
time due to space restrictions. All walkers must be stored in Your suite as there is no
additional storage space on board.

* Embarking and disembarking the tenders, Zodiacs, kayaks and submersible are via
a mud room/change room with steps leading to a marina platform and requires the
ability to step into and out of these vessels unaided.
